MEETING ACTIVITY

The following Chapter main events were conducted during the year 2004.

1.  10th  International (Baltic) Student Olympiad on Automatic Control (BOAC’04). 97 participants from 28 universities of 22 cities of Russia, Ukraine; 47 talks were presented at the research section. 2.  In conjunction with BOAC’04 the distinguished lecture was given on May, 28, 2004 by Prof. Stephen Boyd from Standford University according to the DLP of the Control Systems Society. The theme was “Convex Optimization”. Attendance was more than 100 persons, including 15 IEEE members.
